FROM THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR
One of the most crucial and most exciting parts of our faith is something that a lot of 
Christians miss out on: prayer. There are many reasons why Christians don’t pray: lack

    of time, don’t know what to say, and the list could go on. 

A lot of times Christians see prayer as a means to an end; if I pray for something, 
God will give it to me. I would like to challenge that thought by saying prayer 
isn’t a means to an end—prayer is the end. Prayer is the foundation of our faith.

I’m reminded of a story of a man who goes to a fancy restaurant every night, waiting for the love of his 
life to come eat with him. Night after night, she never shows. But he just keeps coming back, hoping that 
she’ll come and meet with him. 

That’s exactly how our Lord views prayer. He loves us to the point of dying for us, and He longs to spend 
time with us. Here at the Mission, the men who learn to pray learn to overcome addictions. Prayer not 
only builds our trust in God, but it also builds trust in ourselves and equips us for the battles we face.

As we welcome the fall season, we pray that our staff and residents, along with all those who support us, 
would fall on their knees in prayer, as we look forward to what this season will bring. Thank you for your 
prayers and your support, without which we would not be where we are today!

Every summer for several years the Frederick Res-
cue Mission has been blessed to welcome for four 
weeks local youth into its doors through the Volun-
teer Frederick SummerServe program. These youth 

commit their Tuesdays and Thursdays to serving 
the men of the Mission and learning how they 
can contribute to our community in order to end 
homelessness.  

This year six youth worked on a hands-on project 
for the men. Each youth was assigned about fi ve 
men currently in the Phase one section of the 
Recovery program, whom they interviewed and 
photographed for the project. They then pre-
sented the men with typed bios and professional 
pictures during a ceremony on August 7, which 
included hors d’ouevres, an inspirational photo 
gallery, and personalized gifts to each man they 
interviewed.
