FROM THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR
“The fool says in his heart, ‘There is no God.’” 
(Psalm 14: 1)  One of the problems with 
addiction is that the addict becomes a god unto 
himself. Nothing matters to him but his addiction 
and himself. In other words, drugs and alcohol 
turn people into fools.

Recovery involves more than getting people 
off drugs.  It means getting people’s focus off 
themselves. The best way to do that is through a 
change of heart.  Real recovery and real change 
take place when people say in their hearts, 
“There is a God, and Jesus is Lord of my heart”.

The theme of our newsletter this month is 
“No Longer a Fool”.  The redeemed no longer 
believe that, “There is no God.”  The heart of the 
Changed Life Recovery Program is that every 
resident meet Jesus Christ.  Without Him, it is 
virtually impossible to have lasting change. 

A few years ago I met with Mickey Evans, 
founder and president of Dunklin - a Christian 
Recovery ministry that has been used of the 

Lord for over 40 years to redeem men.   “What 
is the key to recovery?” I asked.   Without a 
moment’s hesitation, Mickey answered, “The 
key to recovery is for a man to be able to hear 
God for himself.”   Yes, there is a God, and in 
his great love and compassion he speaks!

One of our goals at the Frederick Rescue 
Mission is to see change for eternity. While it 
can be uplifting emotionally to see progress 
and milestones met, it much more meaningful 
to see a life changed for this life and the life to 
come. God has blessed us with staff members 
whose lives have been changed right here at 
the Frederick Rescue Mission.   Now they are 
being used by God to help others be changed 
for eternity.   By God’s grace, they are no 
longer fools but are servants of the living Christ, 
reaching out to the lost.

Guy found his escape in the opportunity to 
relate to his daughter and to minister to the 
men at the Mission. Gus spent a lot of time 
with other believers, as being alone was one 
of his biggest struggles.

Tommy made a point to not become complacent 
in his fi ght against addiction, knowing that 
“complacency is the fi rst step towards relapse.” 
He says the best way to win a battle is to avoid 
the battlefi eld; therefore, he stayed away from 
the things in the past that tempted him to use.

As the men began to settle in to having jobs 
and living outside the Beacon House walls, 
other things in their lives - especially with 
their families - began to fall into place.

Tommy’s family had come a long way with 
him - not only physically but emotionally. 
Having dealt with sons who would avoid their 
homeless dad on the street and a separated 
marriage, the fact that Tommy was now back 
with his wife and able to provide for his children 
was beyond his comprehension. 

“I was so excited about having my own home 
and all the responsibilities that come along with 
it,” he says of the time. “Most people would 
probably fret over having to pay rent, utility 
bills, groceries, and all the other expenses that 
come along with taking care of a family, but I 
rejoiced in being able to do these things.” He 
remembers being excited about 

paying his son’s dentist bill - “Most people 
would probably think I was crazy!”

Guy began to build bridges with his daughter; 
having a place for her to stay overnight was a 
big fi rst step. He was also reconciled with his 
younger brother of whom he is still surprised 
at his understanding. All of Gus’ family 
relationships are now on good terms.

As the graduates began to put into practice 
and live out in faith the promises, lessons, and 
truths they were taught during their time in the 
program, signifi cant growth occurred. 

Greg lists some of the things that God has 
taught him: “To be a forgiving person, to be a 
giver and not a taker; anger gets you nowhere; 
helping others is one of the best things I can 
do to help myself. These are all things I have 
learned through life situations.”

Guy has learned that he can never fail a test 
with God - “He will give it to you again until you 
have mastered that situation. God’s teachings 
are daily, and I learn new things all the time.” He 
has since married and now has two beautiful 
children, all for whom his “heart’s desire is to be 
the best I can be in Christ for them.”

Tommy has learned not to take things for 
granted and to enjoy every moment and 
everything. He especially treasures his 
restored relationships with his family. “My 
wife and kids are my biggest fans and my 
greatest accountability. I adore and value 
each and everything about them. I know 
what it is like to not have them, and I never 
want to know that again.” 

Gus strives to keep God fi rst in his life through 
faith and loving people. Each day he is grateful 
for a second chance at life.

These men wake up every morning and come 
to work at the Frederick Rescue Mission, the 

place that “saved [their] lives” 
(Gus) - or, as Tommy puts it, 
“the place that gave [them] 
life.” They work here to give 
back, to minister, and most 
of all, because they believe in 
the program and the power of 
God to change lives.
